	Course Overview 


Two Semesters
Grades 10-12

Prerequisites:  Grade of C or better in both Algebra and Geometry or teacher recommendation.

This course will prepare students for college mathematics.  Topics covered include linear functions, solving equations, variations, models, graphs, quadratic functions, sequences, exponents, radicals, exponential functions, logarithmic functions, polynomial functions and trigonometric functions.

General Approach

Students will learn from the following methods:  lecture, group work, computer lab, discussion, activities, and drawing.  Students will take daily notes and have both in class and at home assignments to complete to practice what they learn.

Academic dishonesty

Disruptions

3rd offence:  Administrative intervention occurs.

Examples of disruptive behavior include talking during instruction, arriving late to class without an excused pass, getting out of assigned seat or walking around the room, not working in class when assignments have been given. 

Testing

It is necessary for all students to have a quiet environment while testing.  Anyone that disrupts during a quiz or test (whether finished or not) will receive a zero on that assessment.  Furthermore, you need to keep your peepers on your own paper while testing.  Failure to do so may result in loss of credit.

General Classroom Rules
